Double Dee Ranch Tour/Amelia Earhart Presentation, 

July 16 

 

Gypsy Cowbelle with Packinô the Mail to Perform July 14, 6 PM 

 

Miss V, the Gypsy Cowbelle, will perform an outdoor concert at Meeteetse Museums starting at 6 pm on Fri-
day, July 14, 2017. She will be accompanied by ñPackinô the Mail,ò comprised of Les Hamilton (who, with 
his late wife, created the much-acclaimed band ñPrickly Pairò) and an accompanying performer on the bass 
(this musician was not named at press time). Together, the three musicians will perform original songs and 
cowbilly favorites that relate to the heritage of Wyoming and the West.  Admission is free. Authentic Mexican 
food by ñNenaôsò will also be available! If you like good western music and good food, make sure you attend 
this entertaining event. Seating is available, but you may bring a lawn chair if you have one. 
 

Historic Double Dee Ranch Tour/Amelia Earhart Presentation Set for July 16 

Meeteetse Museums will host its annual tour of the former Double Dee Guest Ranch on Sunday, July 
16, as part of Cowboy Day in Meeteetse. This year, the tour will be led by an array of folks, including Byron 
Bennett, whose family lived at the Double Dee for a number of years. There will also be a special tribute to 
Jim and Joan Dunrud who led this tour for many years. As many of you know, the Carl Dunrud family started 
the Double Dee and operated the guest ranch mostly during the 1930s. 

The tour will gather at Meeteetse Museums and will leave at 8:30 a.m. sharp. Those wanting to meet 
the tour on site and not travel with the group must arrive at the Double Dee by 10 a.m. There is no charge for 
the tour, which will begin at 10:30 a.m. Individuals may drive their own vehicles or carpool. Vehicles should 
have high clearance. Participants should also bring a sack lunch and plenty of water. 

A special performance by the Gypsy Cowbelle as ñAmelia Earhartò outside of Ameliaôs Double 
Dee cabin will also be included in the tour! The Double D was a favorite of the famous aviatrix, who 
stayed at the ranch during July 1934. Earhart became close friends with owner Carl Dunrud and the family. 
Participants will visit the actual cabin where Amelia and her husband, George Putnam, stayed for nearly one 
month. Earhart enjoyed the area so much that she had Carl Dunrud begin construction of a summer cabin for 
her just above the old ghost mining town of Kirwin, at that time also owned by the Dunruds. Construction 
ceased when Earhart disappeared over the Pacific Ocean. Depending on the flow of the Wood River, partici-
pants with 4-wheel-drive and high clearance may continue the tour to Kirwin (on their own) and then hike one 
mile to Ameliaôs proposed cabin.
